(see attached photo). The theatre and their tech. dept. should be able to calculate and decide
which lens is necessary.

The theatre must provide appropriate place for the projector, best near the light board for
easy operation by our lighting designer. If projector is placed 'in the house', then the theatre
must provide correct connection cable long enough to reach the source of the video, which is a
computer (brought by the company). In that case, remotely controlled shutters of the projector
must be provided as well. Preferably NO wireless. No sound output from projector or computer
is required.

The computer will be next to the light designer's board.

Preferably no VGA connector/cable. Some older VGA cables, connectors or adapters (VGA
to DVI) DO NOT transmit all the data and the computer works then with default resolution,
which is 800x600 or similar and IT IS NOT acceptable.

In case the theatre provides VGA cables only - please try beforehand to connect and operate
projector with a MacBook Pro computer using FullHD resolution.
